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A Step Towards
Sustainable Living!

Going Green is the new mantra and the crucial
need of the hour. Considering the state of the
eco-system, which is in dire need of an overhaul,
Vilas Javdekar Developers has undertaken
various initiatives to adopt eco-friendly measures
and to promote sustainable living at their projects.
Always on the forefront, VJ's nature conservation
concepts have setan exemplar for others to follow.

So by the mandates set up by the municipal
authority, VJ has taken several steps to
involve environment-friendly practices in all
its projects, which include setting up of Solar
PV paneling, waste recycling and segregation
system, sewage treatment plant, indigenous
tree planting, installing water meters and
even using lead-free PVC pipes among other

efforts to achieve eco-conservation goals.
To start with, VJ at its various societies
has installed waste recycling and dry/wet

waste segregation system. Each society has
a maintenance team that approaches each
household to impart knowledge on the methods of
segregating the different waste categories, which
are then put in the manure machine to create
manure. The manure is then used in the particular
society’s garden to grow organic herbal, edible
plants, vegetables and fruits, which in turn are
sold to the society members at nominal rates. We
also promote the planting of indigenous fruiting
and flowering trees and plants in the societies to
maintain and develop flora and fauna in the area.

As it has become a norm in all advanced societies
to install solar power generators, VJ has taken
concrete measures to install Solar PV paneling in
all its societies to reduce the cost of maintenance
in the buildings. The common electricity and other
service utilities can be powered by such solar
panels, which can also be used for heating water.
Apart from installing Motion Sensor Lightings
and LED lights to reduce electric consumption,
our societies use heat-reflective surfacing
treatment on terraces, which reflects heat to
help reduce the temperature of the buildings,
thus reducing the usage of fans and ACs.

In an arid city like Pune, where water conservation
is important, we have taken efforts to install
rainwater harvesting system and water sewage
treatment plant in the societies, where water
is recycled and can be reused for flushing,
gardening and washing hence reducing the
consumption of freshwater. With water meters
to monitor the usage of water, we have also
installed low flow aerators in the taps in the
flats to reduce the flowing rate of the water.

As the country is advancing towards E-mobility,
VJ has taken the initiative to fix a common
electric charging station for EV vehicles in its
Yashwin Hinjewadi project and all our future
projects will have provisions for electric mobility.

In regards to the construction work, VJ is bringing
innew changes andis now taking additional efforts
to protect the environment. For construction,
we are now opting for lead-free PVC pipes,
which have a longer life and are also recyclable.
Similarly, we also use fly ash brick instead of
mud bricks and use GGBS (i.e. slag from the blast
furnace) in concrete. This reduces the waste
that goes to landfill. We also use grass pavers in
our common areas instead of concrete flooring,
which helps in increasing the groundwater level.

We procure resources acquired for building
materials like cement or tiles under a radius of
400 km from our sites. We believe that this action
will help reduce traffic and pollution, save fuel
and promote local businesses.

CPR TRAINING

AT VJ SITES

At VJ, we want to make sure all our
construction sites are Accident-Free, as
far as we are dedicated to implement
and adhere to ensure high levels of
safety protocols are being strictly
followed at our sites.

It is very vital to have all our site
workers are trained on first-aid.

Under the expertise of our safety
managers from various construction
sites like Yashwin Supernova, YashONE
Infinitee and YashONE Hinjawadi, the
labourers, contractors and all site staff
have been given the training to perform

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CPR (Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation).
Cardiopulmonary resuscitation is an
emergency procedure that combines
chest compressions often with artificial
ventilation to manually preserve intact
brain function until further measures
are taken to restore spontaneous blood
circulation and breathing in a person
who is in cardiac arrest.

Every site member must be trained to
perform CPR as it might save a person'’s
life until ambulance or professional
help arrives.

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‘Navratri’ literally translates to
nine nights for which the festival is
observed. During these 9 days/nights,
nine forms or incarnations of Goddess
Durga are worshipped. The festival
honours and celebrates Goddess Durga
for defeating the demon Mahishasura
in a battle.

Navrati is considered one of the most
auspicious times of the year. There is
festivity in the air for these nine days
and the occasion is celebrated with
gusto across the country. The temples
are vibrantly decorated and devotees
start preparing for the festival days in
advance. Interestingly, the festival has
a beautiful history and significance.

The word Navratri is derived from a
Sanskrit word that translates ‘Nava’
as nine and ‘Ratri’ as night. Each day
is dedicated to one of the nine avatars
of goddess Durga (namely Shailputri,
Brahmacharini, Chandraghanta,
Kushmanda, Skandamata, Katyayani,
Kaalratri, Mahagauri and Siddhidatri)
and every day has a colour significance
associated with it.

The festival symbolises the victory
of good over evil. It is believed that
goddess Durga fought with demon
Mahishasur (who represents egoistism)
for nine days and the final day, when
the demon was beheaded by her, is
called Vijay Dashmi.

The festival is known with different
names in different parts of the
country and rituals and traditions also
vary from state to state. Navratri is
celebrated as Durga Puja in various
parts of Northeast India. In north and

western parts of the country, devotees
celebrate the festival by fasting, staging
‘Ramlila’ and conclude with Dussehra
where the effigies of Ravana and his
brothers are burnt, again signifying the
victory of good over evil. In Tamil Nadu,
it is celebrated as Golu and Gujrat is
famous for its dandiya nights.

Navratri Colours - gray, orange, white,
red, royal blue, yellow, green, peacock
green and purple are the sacred colors
of Navratri. Navratri First Day colour
is decided according to Weekday - on
which day navratriis going to start then
rest of the eight days follow the fixed
cycle of colour with the first colour
being red on

FACILITY MANAGEMENT
AND MAINTENANCE TEAM

GEARING-UP
FOR ACTION

A book is judged by its cover and a
society is judged by its people and the
way it is maintained. Maintenance of a
building is as tough as building it. At VJ,
our role does not get over at the time
of possession. The real and practical
relationship starts building at the time
of possession.

The actual usage of a newly
constructed building starts when our
home buyers start living in the society.
The first 6 months of any new building
/ society are the most crucial ones. All
the services start functioning for the
first time and our society members do
need help in settling down.

This involves the management of
various teams like housekeeping,
security, electrician, plumbing, etc. who
get involved in the daily functioning of
various aspects of the society so that
its members have a smooth stay.

Dear Yashwin Encore A1 & A2
members, our FMM team is gearing
up for your warm welcome.

What happens at an early stage in
a society when members start to
move in.

e Electrician and Plumber are the
most essential backbone for a new
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building as the entire system is freshly
installed which requires constant
testing & trials for effective and
efficient functioning.

There might be minor day-to-day
concerns regarding civil work or
issues about the internet, DTH, lifts,
garbage chute, water, access card
system, etc. These concerns and
complaints have to be raised on the
“My Gate” app. The FMM team will be
able to track and resolve them more
quickly & efficiently by doing so.

The housekeeping team will be
collecting and segregating the waste of
the entire society into wet & dry waste
if not primarily done by the members.
Their tasks are well defined through a
task list. The housekeeping supervisor
ensures that these tasks are
completed and gives daily reporting to
the maintenance manager.

A supervisor is appointed for security
guards who takes daily briefing and

dedicates work to the guards at
different locations in the premises.
He reports daily to the maintenance
manager.

e Demo Training is conducted by the
maintenance manager to operators of
OWC, WTP & RO systems.

How much Occupancy is required for
efficient working of the entire building
eco-system?

«On an average minimum of 50%
occupancy is required to have all the
building utilities function properly.

75% and up occupancy is recommended
which enables the maintenance team
to fully test the utility system especially
pipe joints for leakages, flushing
and drainage, it also helps to test lift
efficiency during peak hours.

» STP(Sewage Treatment Plant) requires

a minimum of 45-50% occupancy for
effective and economical functioning.
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* OWC (Organic Waste Compost) only
works if enough quantity of wet waste
is produced which can only be possible
if many members are actively staying
in the apartments.

» The RO (Reverse Osmosis) works with
a minimum of 60% occupancy and
requires 2 hrs of continuous operation
to prevent the inner membrane from
choking.

*A 50% occupancy is moderately
economical for common electricity
consumption.

e In case of a society which has many
lifts, 3 in the case of Yashwin Encore,
with less than 50% occupancy only
one lift needs to be operating to save
on maintenance cost; two lifts in case
of occupancy more than 50% and
three for above 75% occupancy.

If looked upon broadly, the more the
occupancy more economical the
maintenance is. With lesser occupancy,
it is not feasible and economical for
many utility systems to function.

Lower occupancy causes a burden on
the maintenance amount as even if
few members are residing, majority
of utility systems have to be operated.

Some systems cannot work with lower
occupancy like STP because of which
freshwater from bore or corporation

is wasted for things like flushing and
gardening.

INNER RING ROAD

In a major push to the development
of the proposed ring road, which is
meant to decongest traffic in Pune
city, the Pune Metropolitan Region
Development Authority (PMRDA) has
planned to develop the 173 km of the
circular stretch of inner and outer Ring
Road in four phases at an estimated
cost of Rs 26,000 Crore. The Pune Ring
Road is a road planned for construction
in and around the city of Pune, where
work will start soon. The total land
used for the project will be 118.6 acres
of government-owned land and 61.8
acres of privately owned land.

Overall, the project would cover 29
villages around the city and would also
connect the major highways such as
Pune-Nashik, Mumbai-Pune-Solapur,
Pune-Ahmednagar and Pune-Satara.
The six-lane stretch would comprise
two service lanes, eight flyovers, four
bridges over railways, 14 subway
roads, seven viaducts and 13 tunnels.

The development of Ring Road will also
have an impact on Real Estate in the
areas. The road will pass through some
of the fastest-growing suburban areas
of the city and with the development
of infrastructure by the governing
authority, most of the housing projects
will get a major boost and will attract
more home-buying crowd.

As for VJ, since its YashONE Hinjawadi
project will be on Ring Road, it will boost
society’s connectivity and provide easy
access to other areas. All completed
projects and under construction and
upcoming projects of VJ in localities
including Wakad, Tathawade, Punawale
and Hinjawadi will get easy accessibility
and better connectivity due to the
development and also the areas will
get an economic boost.
